WHO: 
140 students from 75 countries, including: Iraq, Mexico, Turkey, Russia, Philippines, and South Africa who are studying in the United States as part of the Fulbright Program

WHAT:
Groups of Fulbright Students will visit local schools and introduce area students to different aspects of their countries or cultures.  They will make presentations in classrooms, and participate in tours of the school or special programs.

WHY:  
Fulbrighters will gain insight into life in a Washington, DC metropolitan area school and share diverse facets of their own countries and cultures with the young American students they meet.  The school visits are part of a four-day long Fulbright Enrichment Seminar, sponsored by the U.S. Department of State and presented by the Institute of International Education (IIE), to be held from March 16-20.  Foreign Fulbright Students attending U.S. colleges and U.S. students who have recently returned from a Fulbright year abroad will gather with leading experts to explore the issue of “Challenges and Choices Facing the 109th Congress.”

The Fulbright Program was established in 1946, at the end of World War II, to increase mutual understanding between the people of the United States and other countries, through the exchange of people, knowledge, and skills. Its primary source of funding is an annual appropriation from the U.S. Congress, but partner governments and other organizations in the United States and abroad also provide significant funding. Grants are made to citizens of participating countries, primarily for university teaching, advanced research, graduate study, and teaching in elementary and secondary schools. The Program is administered by the U.S. Department of State Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs, under policy guidelines established by a presidentially appointed twelve-member board known as the J. William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board.  The Institute of International Education is a private not-for-profit organization founded in 1919 to promote international educational exchange and training.
