FOREIGN FULBRIGHT STUDENTS FROM 70 COUNTRIES TO VISIT BAY AREA SCHOOLS

WHO: 
Approximately 140 students from 70 countries, including Yemen, Pakistan, Russia, South Africa and Iraq, who are studying in the United States as part of the Fulbright Program

WHAT:
Small groups of 4-6 Fulbright Students will visit local high school classrooms and introduce area students to different aspects of their countries or cultures.  They will make presentations in classrooms, and participate in tours of the school or special programs.

WHY:  
The U.S Department of State’s Bureau of Education and Cultural Affairs has asked IIE to arrange for Fulbrighters to visit high school classrooms to engage students in interactive discussions pertaining to their home countries, specific fields of study, or current curriculum topics. The idea is for Fulbrighters to share information, ideas and perspectives from their home counties with San Francisco students. It is also meant to help broaden the perspectives of American high schools about our ever-increasing interdependent and global world. The school visits are part of a three-day Fulbright Enrichment Seminar, sponsored by the U.S. Department of State and presented by the Institute of International Education (IIE), to be held March 10-13.  Foreign Fulbright Students attending U.S. colleges and U.S. students who have recently returned from a Fulbright year abroad will gather with leading experts to explore the issue of Investing in the Future: Corporate Leadership, Social Responsibilities and Global Citizenship. The seminar will feature three panels:  Technology Transfer: Investing in the Future (with presenters from Sun Microsystems, Salesforce.com and Cisco Systems); Biotechnology and Global Health (Gilead, Genentech and The Institute for OneWorldHealth) and the Environment (Moore Foundation and the Law firm of Sonnenschein, Nath & Rosenthal LLP).

The Fulbright Program was established in 1946, at the end of World War II, to increase mutual understanding between the people of the United States and other countries, through the exchange of people, knowledge, and skills. Its primary source of funding is an annual appropriation from the U.S. Congress, but partner governments and other organizations in the United States and abroad also provide significant funding. Grants are made to citizens of participating countries, primarily for university teaching, advanced research, graduate study, and teaching in elementary and secondary schools. The Program is administered by the U.S. Department of State under policy guidelines established by a presidentially appointed twelve-member board known as the J. William Fulbright Foreign Scholarship Board.  The Institute of International Education is a private not-for-profit organization founded in 1919 to promote international educational exchange and training.
