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Vicky Bailey is the current Assistant Secretary for Policy and International Affairs (PI) and is the primary policy advisor to the Secretary, Deputy Secretary and Under Secretary on domestic and international policy development and implementation as well as DOE policy analysis and activities. PI's role is to deliver unbiased advice to the Department of Energy's leadership on existing and prospective energy-related policies, based on integrated and well-founded data and analysis. PI represents the Department in interagency discussions on energy and related policy and addresses all aspects of U.S. energy, including energy availability and reliability and the economic efficiency of the Nation's energy sector. 

PI has primary responsibility for the Department of Energy's international energy activities including, international emergency management, national security, and international cooperation in science and technology. PI considers the global and local environmental impacts of energy production and use. The Office also develops and leads the Department's bilateral and multilateral science cooperation and investment as well as trade activities with other nations and international agencies. 

In order to accomplish its mission, PI works closely with DOE program assistant secretaries and other DOE secretarial officers to maintain knowledge of the activities, issues and policies of the Department, Administration, other federal departments and agencies Members of Congress and Congressional committees, and energy producers and consumers. 

The Assistant Secretary coordinates DOE's international energy relations closely with the Department of State and other agencies and departments. The DOE cooperates with fellow governments directly and through international organizations. It also enters into a variety of bilateral and multilateral science and technology agreements with other countries and international agencies for cooperation in research and development and for energy, environmental, and technology cooperation. 

A brief synopsis of each office under PI follows: 

Deputy Assistant Secretary for Policy 

The Deputy Assistant Secretary for Policy is responsible for advising the Assistant Secretary and the Department of Energy's senior management on issues related to energy supply and demand, and their impact on the environment and economy of the U.S. and other nations. That person also serves as a bridge between the Assistant Secretary and the policy office staff in implementing Administration policy.

The Office of Nuclear Materials Management Policy

The Office of Nuclear Materials Management Policy is responsible for assessing and facilitating the integration of the Department's management of the Nation's national security, pursuing policies and strategies that will ensure effective and efficient nuclear materials stewardship in both the near and long term. The Office facilitates communication and coordination across program elements that have nuclear materials responsibilities and pursues integration of the Department's national security, non-proliferation, energy production, science and technology, and environmental management missions. The Office serves as the Department's nuclear materials management policy liaison with other agencies, institutions, and organizations and acts as a catalyst for the resolution of cross-program issues that are barriers to effective and efficient nuclear materials management. 

The Office of Energy Emergencies

The Office of Energy Emergencies serves as the Department's lead for coordinating emergency preparedness and response activities relating to the Nation's energy supply and distribution systems. The Office serves as the chief point-of-contact for industry, interagency, and the States, before and during energy emergencies. The Office develops and operates, with State energy agencies and program elements throughout the Department, the capability to provide early warnings and assessments of energy emergency situations and works to ensure an integrated and coordinated Departmental response to all energy emergencies. 

The Office of Electricity, and Natural Gas Analysis

The Office of Electricity, and Natural Gas Analysis is responsible for providing economic analyses in the following area: electricity markets, natural gas markets, global climate change, and environmental regulations affecting energy use and production. The Office performs integrated energy supply, demand, and price analysis in support of national energy policy analysis. The Office provides economic, mathematical/statistical, and energy expertise in support of other offices in PI and the Department. The Office has primary responsibility in the Department for electricity restructuring issues. 

The Office of Energy Efficiency, Alternative Fuels and Oil Analysis

The Office of Energy Efficiency, Alternative Fuels and Oil Analysis is responsible for the developing, analyzing and reviewing policies and issues in the following areas: energy efficiency, transportation fuels and alternative fuels, oil supply and refining, and natural gas. The Office provides analyses and recommendations on policy issues relating to: the effects of environmental regulations on the supply and price of transportation fuels; the operation of refineries; incentives designed to stimulate increased energy efficiency; domestic natural gas supply; and environmental emissions of both criteria and climate altering emissions. 
The Office of Science and Technology Policy Analysis 

The Office of Science and Technology Policy Analysis is responsible for providing policy advice and analysis to the Secretary, Deputy Secretary and Under Secretaries. It also serves as the Executive Secretariat to DOE's R&D Council, represents DOE and serves as DOE's liaison to a number of external technology groups, and chairs several intra-agency working groups on science, technology, policy and R&D matters. Through these means, the Office assists the Secretary in: (a) the analysis and formulation of science and technology policies relating to the Department's business lines in energy, science, environment and national security missions; and (b) the leadership, organization and implementation of various management reforms concerning R&D programs, technology partnering and transfer procedures, and communications strategies. 

The Office of National Security Analysis

The Office of National Security Analysis is assigned to advise DOE's senior management on issues related to the Department's national security, energy emergency, environmental security, energy security, nuclear materials management, privatization, and environmental management policies. This office has been unstaffed since 1998. 

Deputy Assistant Secretary for International Energy Policy

The Deputy Assistant Secretary is charged with managing the Office of Newly Independent States, Russian, and Middle Eastern Affairs as well as the Office of American and African Affairs and serves as a bridge between the Assistant Secretary and staff offices to implement Administration policy. 

Office of Newly Independent States, Russian and Middle Eastern Affairs

The office of Newly Independent States (NIS), Russian and Middle Eastern Affairs establishes key objectives, strategies and outcome for bilateral and multilateral consultations. It promotes Departmental positions by managing participation in interagency processes that develop U.S. government policy positions and implement policy decision on international energy trade and investment issues. This includes the Trade Promotion Coordinating Committee and the Trade Policy Review Committee. This Office coordinates analyses of existing barriers to trade in energy resources and technology for Russia, NIS and Middle East. In addition, the Office manages Departmental activities related to international energy exports to Russia, NIS and the Middle East, both inside the Department and with other Federal agencies. 

Office of American and African Affairs

The Office of American and African Affairs is responsible for furthering the Administration's international energy agenda through Departmental participation in relevant multilateral international energy organizations, such as OLADE. The Office provides analytical policy development and representational support for DOE participation in multilateral trade negotiations such as NAFTA and WTO. The Office of American and African Affairs is the lead office in implementing the North American Energy Working Group, Hemispheric Energy Initiative, and the African Ministerial process. It compiles and analyzes data and information on the energy sectors, national energy policies, and energy export policies and programs of major U.S. trading partners in the Americas’ and Africa. 

Deputy Assistant Secretary for International Energy Cooperation 

The Deputy Assistant Secretary is charged with managing the Office of International Science and Technology cooperation as well as the Office of European and Asian Affairs and serves as a bridge between the Assistant Secretary and staff offices to implement Administration policy. 

Office of International Science and Technology Cooperation 

The Office of International Science and Technology Cooperation is responsible for reviewing and negotiating all international science and technology collaboration proposals and activities as well as maintains a current database on rights and obligations contained in current agreements and protocols. It is the lead DOE office in implementing the Clean Energy Technology Export initiative. It also manages and coordinates DOE participation in the activities of the Committee on Energy Research and Technology in the International Energy Agency and oversees implementation of related science and technology agreements. The Office of International Science and Technology Cooperation develops and coordinates policies, strategies, and options for energy technology R&D, transfer relationships and negotiations with other nations, taking into account U.S. private sector and national security interests. The Office is responsible for implementing cooperative agreements between the Department and counterpart organizations in other countries. 

Office of European and Asian Affairs 

The Office of European and Asian Affairs is responsible for managing DOE's policy-level and technical-level representation in international and regional organizations (e.g., International Energy Agency and the Asia-Pacific Economic Cooperation Forum). It provides analytical policy development and representational support for DOE participation in multilateral trade negotiations such as World Trade Organization and the European Energy Charter Process. The Office of European and Asian Affairs tracks, monitors, and analyzes developments in relevant international organizations of which the U.S. is not a member such as, the European Union and the Association of South East Asian Nations. The Office is also responsible for coordinating and developing energy emergency preparedness policy and programs, and has participated in the energy emergency activities of the International Energy Agency and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization. 

Office of Resource Management 

The Office of Resource Management supports the Office of Policy and International Affairs by minimizing the administrative requirements assigned to managers and staff, including by providing management direction in support of goals and objectives and ensuring the efficient and effective management of policy study acquisition process and the administrative services provided to the PI workforce. In addition, the Office of Resource Management is responsible for obtaining and managing funds, workforce, security, facilities, equipment and services for all of PI. 

The Office of Program Liaison

The Office of Program Liaison is assigned to maintain liaison between the DOE program offices and PI to effectively communicate the Department and Administration's energy policy. This office was created in 1999 and has not been staffed.
