Graduate admission is then decided on an individual basis by that institution.  Once you are accepted into a degree program, normal tuition fees will be applied as required by the host institution’s own policies.

PROOF OF FINANCIAL SUPPORT

In order to be issued an IAP-66 (required for the J-1 visa) or an I-20 (required for the F-1 visa), you must demonstrate proof of adequate financial support.  Although the cost of living varies by region, it is sufficient to prove that you have approximately $1,200 per month multiplied by the number of months that you will be in the United States.  This proof can be in the form of a bank statement or a letter from your bank, certifying that you (or your parents or other family member) have access to that total amount.  (This letter must be in English.)  If the total amount is not currently available to you, you may offer some other form of proof that you will receive or have access to the amount stated above each month.  However, immigration regulations require that we receive some evidence that you will be financially supported while in the United States.  This is very important!  You cannot receive an IAP-66 or I-20, and therefore a visa without this information.  Please include a statement demonstrating proof of financial support with your Global E3 application.  (Note, after you have been accepted at a university, the host university may ask for updated proof of financial support.)
PROOF OF HEALTH INSURANCE
Unless you have dealt with US health insurance before, this may be a strange concept to you.  You must have adequate health insurance coverage in order to study in the US according to J-1 and F-1 visa regulations.  Socialized national health care systems in European, Asian, and other countries do NOT qualify as this kind of coverage.

On the following page is a description of the minimum requirements for health insurance as defined by the J-1 visa regulations.  Most US universities offer health insurance that meet these minimum requirements.  Some universities will require you to purchase their health insurance.  For the application stage, you do not need (and should not purchase) health insurance to cover your time in the United States.  But, you will need to purchase this minimum insurance for the full duration of the time you are in the United States.  As part of your application, you must sign the attached form guaranteeing that you will purchase health insurance in compliance with immigration regulations for the full duration of your studies in the United States. 

Please read through the requirements carefully and sign at the bottom.
INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS FOR THE J-1 VISA

In order to comply with J-1 regulations, your health insurance policy must comply or exceed the following guidelines.

1. Dates:

Your insurance coverage must extend throughout the full length of time that you are in the United States under the Global E3 program. (If you are applying for academic training, your insurance must cover you for the full duration of the academic training period.)

2. Minimum coverage shall provide: 

a. medical benefits of at least $50,000 per accident or illness; 

b. repatriation of remains in the amount of $7,500; 

c. expenses associated with medical evacuation of the exchange visitor to his or her home country in the amount of $10,000; and 

d. a deductible not to exceed $500 per accident or illness.

3. An insurance policy secured to fulfill the requirements of this section:

a.may require a waiting period for pre‑existing conditions which is reasonable as determined by current industry standards; 

b.may include provision for co‑insurance under the terms of which the exchange visitor may be required to pay up to 25 percent of the covered benefits per accident or illness;

4. Policy must be underwritten by an insurance corporation having an A.M. best rating of "A‑" or have; an Insurance Solvency International, Ltd. (ISI) rating of "A‑" or above; a Weiss Research, Inc. rating of "B+" or above.  It is your responsibility to confirm with the insurance company that they meet this criteria. 

I have read the above description in full and in detail describing the regulations concerning the minimum health insurance requirements my insurance must carry in order to be eligible for the J-1 visa.  I agree that I will purchase insurance that meets or exceeds these requirements for the full duration of time that I am in the United States under the Global Engineering Education Exchange program including time spent in academic studies and in academic training.
